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State, Municipalities and Experts participated in Cyprus Public Transport’s
Accessible Mobility Conference

The conference “People with Disabilities & Mobility: Discussing Accessibility Issues for All,”
organised by Cyprus Public Transport, was successfully held on Tuesday, 25 November 2025.
The event brought together representatives from the state, local government, the academic
community, and organisations of people with disabilities, aiming to promote inclusive
mobility in Cyprus.

The Minister of Transport, Communications and Works, Mr Alexis Vafeadis, represented the
President of the Republic, emphasising that the Government is committed to ensuring
accessibility for all citizens. He highlighted that mobility is a right and not a privilege, stressing
the need for partnerships to improve the daily experience for those using public spaces and
means of transport.

In turn, the Deputy Mayor of Nicosia District, Mr Chrysanthos Fakas, stated that the Union of
Cyprus Municipalities supports every initiative to enhance the citizens’ experience and
acknowledged the progress made, while noting that much work remains ahead.

MEP Mr Loukas Fourlas, via a recorded message, pointed out that mobility must be a right for
everyone, not a privilege, urging cities and transport networks to serve every citizen without
discrimination. He stressed that accessibility is not a theoretical concept but a matter of daily
practice and referred to the importance of cultivating a transport culture that excludes
exclusion and supports equality. He also highlighted the role of technology in facilitating
mobility, noting that digital solutions, such as apps and maps, enhance citizens’ safety and
autonomy.

Representatives of organisations for people with disabilities shared their views and
experiences on the topic, recognising that steps have been taken towards inclusive mobility,
but also emphasising that the road ahead is still long and requires collective will for Cyprus to
reach European standards.

The Chairman of the BoD of Cyprus Public Transport, Mr Felipe Cosmen, highlighted the
practical focus of the workshop, underlining that the Company has already invested in
infrastructure and strictly adheres to European standards for safety and reliability. He
stressed that the Company’s main goal is the continuous upgrading and expansion of its
services to meet the real needs of society, while raising questions about the operation of
services during night hours or public holidays.
